One hand towel measuring approximately
16" x 28" (no fingertip or bath towels), one
washcloth, one wide-tooth comb, one nall
clipper, one bar of soap (bath size in
wrapper), one toothbrush (in original
packaging), six standard size Band-Aids®.

A family could put together a kit as a
family project. Or just bring in as many of
the supplies as you can.

Artichoke Dip No paté de foie gras?

(Warm) (that's geese liver to you!)
2 cups parmesan cheese, 1 (10 ounce) box
frozen chopped spinach, thawed, 1 (14
ounce) can artichoke hearts, drained and
chopped, 2/3 cup sour cream, 1 cup cream
cheese, 1/3 cup mayonnaise, 2 teaspoons
garlic, minced. Directions: 1. Preheat oven
to 375F. 2. Mix together Parmesan
cheese, spinach, and artichoke hearts.
3. Combine remaining ingredients and mix
with spinach mixture. 4. Bake for 20-30
minutes. 5. Serve with crackers or toasted
bread. Serves 15. Alternate cooking
method: Instead of baking it in the oven,
throw it in the crock pot for a couple hours
on low heat. To keep it at a consistency that
IS not too thick, add a few splashes of milk
as it is cooking. Served it with small tortilla
chips.

Spinach Dip (Cold)

1 (10 ounce)
box frozen
chopped
spinach,
thawed and
drained dry,
container (16
ounce) sour

cream, cup mayonnaise, package Knorr's

Vegetable recipe mix, can (8 0z) water

chestnuts, drained and chopped (optional),

3 green onions, chopped (optional).

Place in pan
that has been
sprayed  with
Pam. Bake at
350 degrees for 30 to 40 minutes iIn
uncovered pan. [Optional: instead of
dipping in melted butter, moisten chicken (if
necessary) with water or milk in order to
coat with bread crumb mixture.] Green
beans almandine: 2 med packages French
green beans, 1 stick butter, 2/3 cup sliced
almonds (crushed under a rolling pin), salt,
to taste. Cook beans according to package
directions. Drain beans; remove water. In
the same skillet melt butter and add beans.
Cover the skillet and reduce heat to a
simmer (turning beans occasionally). Cook
on a low heat for approximately 6-7
minutes. Drain off excess butter. Add
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crushed almonds and toss beans. Lightly
salt and serve. (Serves 8-10)

ices and homemade cannolies at Jacquie
Walters's house. After a tour of the house
we enjoyed dessert, coffee and fellowship.

As we celebrate America’s birthday,
it's interesting to note that clergymen wrote
both the Pledge of Allegiance and the hymn
“My Country 'Tis of Thee.” Rev. Francis
Bellamy wrote the pledge in 1892. Rev.
Samuel Francis Smith wrote the hymn in
1831. Both men were Baptist ministers.

The pledge was first used in public
schools in 1892 during Columbus Day
observances. “My Country 'Tis of Thee”
was used as a national song before “The
Star-Spangled Banner” was named
America’s national anthem in 1931.

The joy of coloring

In his book Dangerous Wonder, the
late youth-ministry pioneer Mike Yaconelli
debunks the idea that Christianity is “all
about coloring within the lines and coloring
well.” He writes: “God’s grace is so outside
the lines of our understanding that we can
only stand in awe and wonder. Christianity
iIs not about learning how to live within the
lines; Christianity is about the joy of
coloring. The grace of God is preposterous

enough to accept as beautiful a coloring
that anyone else would reject as ugly.

“The grace of God sees beyond the
scribbling to the heart of the scribbler — a
scribbler who is similar to two thieves who
hung on crosses on either side of Jesus.
One of the two asked Jesus to please
accept his scribbled and sloppy life into the
kingdom of God ... and he did.
Preposterous. And very good news for the
rest of us scribblers.”

Seen on a church signboard in
northern Minnesota one summer: “Sure,
you can worship God with a fishing pole in
your hand, but when was the last time a
walleye told you, ‘Your sins are forgiven'?”

God’s powerful Word

The Bible contains about 800,000
words, depending on the translation. This is
about four times as many words as are
found in a book of average length.

Although the Bible is so long and
deals with the greatest themes that can
engage the human mind, its vocabulary is
singularly limited. It uses only 6,000
different words, a very small number
compared to the 20,000 words that
Shakespeare employed while writing his
plays.

Not only is the Bible’s vocabulary
limited, but the average word in it contains
only five letters. However, many of these
short words are full of the deepest
meanings and are worthy of earnest study.
For example, consider these five-letter
words: grace, peace, faith, saved, serve,
glory and Jesus.

Anger management

In Wishful Thinking, Frederick
Buechner writes, “Of the Seven Deadly
Sins, anger is possibly the most fun. To lick
your wounds, to smack your lips over
grievances long past, to roll over your
tongue the prospect of bitter confrontations
still to come, to savor the last toothsome
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morsel of the pain you are given and the
pain you are giving back — in many ways, it
is a feast fit for a king. The chief drawback
is what you are wolfing down is yourself.
The skeleton at the feast is you.”

A dollar bill's message

Look at the back of a dollar bill. On
the left circle, which is one side of the Great
Seal, are the Latin words Annuit Coeptis,
which mean “He [God] favors our
undertakings.”

The pyramid in the left circle
represents material strength and
endurance. Yet the open spot near the top
of the pyramid means there’s more good
work to be done in our country. The “eye”
atop the pyramid represents the “eye of
God,” watching and reminding us that
spiritual matters are more important than
material concerns. Under the pyramid,
Novus Ordo Seclorum refers to a “new
order of the ages.”

On the right circle is an eagle, our
country’s national emblem, symbolizing
strength and victory. The shield on the
eagle’s breast signifies self-reliance. One of
the eagle’s claws holds an olive branch,
representing peace. The other talon holds
arrows, referring to power and protection.

The center of the bill says “In God
We Trust.”

The tribute of criticism

Senator J. William Fulbright (1905-
1995) was never upset with American
citizens who criticized their government. He
believed the fact that they could criticize
their leaders was an implied tribute. Plus,
Fulbright reasoned, constructive criticism is
often a sign of a desire to make needed
changes in a community or nation.

Citizens in many other countries pay
the price of torture, imprisonment or even
death if they speak ill of their leaders’
oppressive policies. In America, our
freedom should obligate us to speak out
against injustices and wrongs.

American writer and civil-rights
activist James Baldwin said, “I love America
more than any other country in the world,
and, exactly for this reason, | insist on the
right to criticize her perpetually.”

Finding true life

No one ever struggled more to find
inner unity and, thus, real life than St. Paul.
In chapter 8 of his letter to the Romans,
Paul testified: “those who live according to
the Spirit set their minds on the things of
the Spirit. To set the mind on the flesh is
death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is life
and peace” (Romans 8:5-6, NRSV).

Spirit-minded souls, Paul would say,
will find the fruit of the Holy Spirit within:
“love, joy, peace, patience, kindness,
generosity, faithfulness, gentleness and
self-control” (Galatians 5:22-23, NRSV).
